So, all these funny-funny preachers tell you anything and because you 

have no time to go and confirm as the Berean Christians, you begin to “follow-follow, 

follow-follow, mumu-mumu” so how has your education profited you? 

 

Going to school is neither for the sole purpose of getting a job nor is it just so you can fill 

yourself with earthly knowledge; it is also a means by which you can know God the 

more. You must be like the Berean Christians! When you become like the Berean 

Christians then you can act according to the word of God and break free and be 

completely delivered from all forms of oppression of the devil.

The person will reply, “I 

went to church” and when asked, “What did you hear?” The funny reply you get is 

something like this: “Ah! Our pastor healed somebody that was twisted like rubber 

today”. Is that the message? No! 

 

There are ministers today that have no message. They have no message, but they are 

running. They are running without a message because beyond the operation of the gift, 

there is a message and the message is meant to lead you back to God.

Moses 

had a message but so that the people will believe him, he was given a sign. And by that 

sign, everybody was forced to listen to him. Moses’ ministry to Egypt; what was his 

ministry to Egypt?

A believer is one who believes the 

totality of the word of God. This is why the Bible describes the Church as a mixed 

multitude.

Child of God, there’s goats and there’s sheep oh. I don’t know which one you are.  

 

But anytime the word of God is opened to you and then in your heart or in your mouth 

you begin to say, “eeh... but, eeh...” despite reading the word of God clearly that says, 

“don’t wear trouser, sister, don’t wear earrings” and you are still saying, “eeh… but 

eeh… but” You are a goat. You are an unbelieving believer.  

 

A sheep is always saying, “Amen, Amen, Amen, I will not wear it again. Amen, I will 

not fornicate again Amen”. If you are a sheep, once it is thus says the Lord and confirmed 

to be of God, the sheep always says, “Amen, Amen, Amen, Amen, Amen, Amen, Amen, 

Amen”.  

 

My ministry is to lead people to heaven, and I believe you have not come across this 

devotional by accident. And if God brings you before me and I don’t tell you the truth, 

my judgment will be higher than your own. If you are a sheep show your neighbors the 



evidence that you are a sheep; that you are a believer; that is that you are one who 

believes the totality of the word of God.

MESSAGE:  

Anything God calls an abomination is an abomination. In the book of Job Chapter 15 and 

verse 16 the question is asked, “How much more abominable and filthy is man, which 

drinketh iniquity like water?” 

 

Child of God! You know that it is abominable for a man to wear that, which pertains to a 

woman and for a woman to wear that which pertains to a man – Deuteronomy 22:5. 

Which definition do you want again? Abomination is abomination!  

 

It’s abominable to be involved in homosexuality. Leviticus Chapter 18 from verse 22 to 

verse 30. Homosexuality is an abomination. Leviticus Chapter 20 verse 13. Lesbianism is 

an abomination. Romans Chapter 1 from verse 26 to verse 32. It’s an abomination for a 

Christian to enter night club to drink and indulge in all these things unbelievers do there, 

it’s an abomination. It’s an abomination; it’s a shameful thing for a Christian man to beat 

his wife. It’s an abomination for a Christian married man to go & have a girlfriend 

outside, and you are carrying Bible, it’s an abomination to you, it’s an abomination. It’s 

an abomination for a Christian to live in fornication. It’s an abomination for a Christian to 

be a thief, a thief is a thief, whether you steal from God or you steal from man or you 

steal from both God and man. Thief na thief. It’s an abomination. Romans 1:18-32 

 

Titus Chapter 1 and verse 15 and 16, “Unto the pure all things are pure: but unto 

them that are defiled and unbelieving is nothing pure; but even their mind and 

conscience is defiled. They profess that they know God; but in works they deny him, 

being abominable, and disobedient, and unto every good work reprobate”. 

 

Revelation Chapter 21 and verse 7 and verse 8, “He that overcometh shall inherit all 

things; and I will be his God and he shall be my son. But the fearful, and 



unbelieving, and the abominable, and murderers, and whoremongers, and 

sorcerers, and idolaters, and all liars, shall have their part in the lake which burneth 

with fire and brimstone: which is the second death”.

MESSAGE:  

Our Lord Jesus Christ defined murder for us. If you hate anybody in your heart, you are a 

murderer. Matthew Chapter 5 from verse 21 to verse 22, “Ye have heard that it was 

said by them of old time, Thou shalt not kill; and whosoever shall kill shall be in 

danger of the judgment: But I say into you, That whosoever is angry with his 

brother without a cause shall be in danger of the judgment: and whosoever shall say 

to his brother, Raca, shall be in danger of the council: but whosoever shall say, 

Thou fool, shall be in danger of hell fire.” 

 

Hatred is a spirit of murder. No wonder scriptures admonish us in Romans 12:19-21, 

“Dearly beloved, avenge not yourselves, but rather give place unto wrath: for it is 

written, Vengeance is mine; I will repay saith the Lord. Therefore if thine enemy 

hunger, feed him; if he thirst, give him drink: for in so doing thou shalt heap coals 

of fire on his head. Be not overcome of evil, but overcome evil with good” 

 

So you see that you claim to be a Christian and claim to have never literally stabbed or 

shot someone but Titus Chapter 1 and verse 16 describe you thus, “They profess that 

they know God; but in works they deny him, being abominable, and disobedient, 

and unto every good work reprobate”. 

 

But we are admonished in Revelation Chapter 21 and verse 7 and verse 8 which says, 

“He that overcometh shall inherit all things; and I will be his God and he shall be 

my son. But the fearful, and unbelieving, and the abominable, and murderers, and 

whoremongers and sorcerers, and idolaters, and all liars, shall have their part in the 

lake which burneth with fire and brimstone: which is the second death”. 

 



Overcome the human nature. Refuse to be a murderer! Let the love of God prevail over 

you. Romans 13:9, “For this, Thou shalt not commit adultery, Thou shalt not kill, 

Thou shalt not steal, Thou shalt not bear false witness, Thou shalt not covet; and if 

there be any other commandment it is briefly comprehended in this saying, namely, 

Thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself”

 ♀ 1: Holy Spirit, teach me to love my enemies. 

 ♀ 2: Lord Jesus Christ, forgive me for the times I have been a murderer in words and 

deeds.

If anyone, who is not legally married to you, sleeps with you, the person has made you a 

prostitute, a whoremonger. That’s prostitution and there are many prostitutes or 

whoremongers in the churches today. 

 

You claim to be a Christian and claim to have never indulged in prostitution but Titus 

Chapter 1 and verse 16 describe you thus, “They profess that they know God; but in 

works they deny him, being abominable, and disobedient, and unto every good work 

reprobate”. 

 

Romans 1:32 says, “Who knowing the judgment of God, that they which commit 

such things are worthy of death, not only do the same, but have pleasure in them 

that do them”.  

 

And Matthew 5:27-30 says, “Ye have heard that it was said by them of old time, Thou 

shalt not commit adultery: But I say unto you, That whosoever looketh on a woman 

to lust after her hath committed adultery with her already in his heart. And if thy 

right eye offends thee, pluck it out, and cast it from thee: for it is profitable for thee 

that one of thy members should perish, and not that thy whole body should be cast 

into hell. And if thy right hand offend thee, cut it off, and cast it from thee: for it is 

profitable for thee that one of thy members should perish, and not that thy whole 

body should be cast into hell”. 

 

We are, thus, admonished in Romans Chapter 13 from verse 11, “And that, knowing the 

time, that now it is high time to awake out of sleep: for now is salvation nearer than 

when we believed. The night is far spent, the day is at hand: let us therefore cast off 

the works of darkness, and let us put on the armour of light. Let us walk honestly, 



as in the day; not in rioting and drunkenness, not in chambering and wantonness, 

not in strife and envying. But put ye on the Lord Jesus Christ, and make not 

provision for the flesh, to fulfill the lusts thereof.” 

 

Romans 13:9, “…and if there be any other commandment it is briefly comprehended 

in this saying, namely, Thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself” 

 

WORSHIP/PRAISE GOD AND THEN TAKE THE FOLLOWING PRAYER 

POINTS:  

 ♀ 1: Holy Spirit, help me to cut off people, things and places I need to cut off.

He lives by seeing vision for 

people. He knows what to do to enter the spirit and solve their problem.  

 

For you that say that you are a Christian and you have the gift of God operating in your 

life, know that it is to lead the people of God to heaven. Therefore, if you are a gifted 

brother or a gifted sister, and all you do is you use your gift for anybody that does not 

want to see the truth of the hour, you are a sorcerer, you are a sorcerer o.  

 

Ok! What are looking for from him or from her? The person does not want your doctrine 

but he or she wants your gift to function for him or her. Sometime ago, a sister that no 

longer worships with us, came here with her family & her friends, and a minister started a 

conversation with her to find out why we had not been seeing them again. She said that 

she had gone back to her denominational church but that she was still with us.  

 

In her words, “I still dey with you people o; anytime I get problem, I dey call the gifted 

brethren from here and them dey come my house come pray for me so no be say I don 

comot kpatakpata from Bride Assembly o” And the truth be said, “Any minister, gifted 

brother or gifted sister that that is your job, you are a sorcerer. You are a sorcerer o!”

MESSAGE:  

God does not share His glory with any man. Any time you lift up a person or thing 

beyond what God has made that person as a human being or that thing as a place or thing, 

that person or thing has become an idol to you and you have become an idolater.  

 

And Christians today are idolizing their pastors, idolizing their G.O, idolize their Pope, 

how do I know? There are church members that carry their pastor’s pictures on their body 

and woe betides you if you say anything against their pastor, they will kill you. Their 

pastor has become their idol.  

 

Brethren! Jesus Christ must be our idol. Not a thing or place! Not any human being! We 

are brethren under the same grace. We are brethren. I’m not saying you should not 

respect authority because the Bible actually tells us to respect those in authority, but it 

does not tell us to worship them. Blessed be the name of the Lord.  

 

“Turn ye not unto idols, nor make to yourselves molten gods: I am the LORD your 

God.” Leviticus 19:4 

 

“Ye shall make you no idols nor graven image, neither rear you up a standing 

image, neither shall ye set up any image of stone in your land, to bow down unto it:

The answer is in Matthew 

Chapter 22 and Verse 14: “For many are called but few are chosen”. 

 

When the children of Israel left Egypt for the Promised Land, how many of them left 

there? According to records, almost two million left Egypt including Moses. How many 

of them entered the Promised Land? Only two! So, it gives you an idea when He said 

“strive to enter” because “many are called but few are chosen”. If we are to use this ratio, 

only one out of one million people entered the Promised Land. Do you understand what I 

am saying? One out of one million people entered the Promised Land. 

 

I preached a message I titled “The Gospel according to nature” I explained how nature 

has made us to understand the Gospel. Do you know there is a law of God for 

reproduction? God, said, “Be fruitful and multiply”. For a woman to conceive and bear a 

child, all she needs is one sperm that will fertilize the egg for her to conceive. But do you 

know that for the man to be able to impregnate his wife by producing that single sperm, 

he must have a minimum of 40-60 million sperm cells! Can't you see God speaking of 

something here? Now, He says strive to enter, as soon as the man meets his wife and 

releases those cells, the race begins. Where are they going? They are all running to enter 

and fertilize the egg. That is the meaning of strive to enter. “For many are called but 

few are chosen”.

You do your business and you refuse to do it the way unbelievers do it, ‘corner, corner’! 

To them they are making money more than you, to them you are foolish. Some of us that 

have associates, friends, classmates and even course mates out there that we were all 

there in the world with before we gave our lives to Christ; we know the kind of life we 

were living and saying we were “enjoying.”  

 

I was in Abuja some years back for one of our course mates, a retired general’s 

thanksgiving and in the hotel where we were lodged, we were there by the pool side with 

other retired generals and suddenly we were joking when a phone call came in and they 

were making some caricature about the person whose phone rang, “tell this ‘mumu’ 

one…”, and when I asked what the person meant by making such a statement, one of 

them replied that one of that general’s girlfriends stored his number in her phone and the 

name she stored it with was ‘mumu’ one meaning that the young girl has ‘mumu’ one, 

‘mumu’ two, ‘mumu’ three, ‘mumu’ four but He is ‘mumu’ number one.  

 

And that was the kind of lifestyle we were living before and we didn’t know better. We 

thought we were enjoying but suddenly we turned our back to that nonsense, when we 

had an experience of what the real life is.  

 

And some of them think it’s out of frustration that we decided to carry Bible and that it’s 

out of frustration that we are now preaching. To them out there it is foolishness but to us 



that are saved, the preaching of the cross is what? The power of God! It is the power of 

God.

And another word is 

adoption (to adopt) and Romans Chapter 8 and Verse 15 say, “For ye have not received 

the spirit of bondage again to fear; but ye have received the Spirit of adoption, 

whereby we cry, Abba, Father.” And these two words are used by the Spirit of God to 

give you an understanding of how you relate, and this is in regard to your relationship 

with God. 

 

For adoption to be made possible, it has a process you undergo. Even to become legal 

parents, because there is a law that governs the adoption of anybody. Now the word, 

‘adopt’, is used first and foremost, to bring you to a state of worthlessness.  

 

To get this picture properly, look at the sinner as somebody who was suffering 

somewhere because he/she had no hope, no father, no mother, and that is because to the 

best of his/her knowledge: the person is an orphan. No helper!  

 

Brethren in the same way, you had nothing, anybody could deal with you; you had no 

address, you had no identity, no surname. And this is how every one of us is spiritually 

before having that encounter with Christ Jesus. When God wants you to understand His 

love, He uses the word “adoption”. You were nothing and all of a sudden, God came and 

adopted you. And He became your Father and gave you a Spirit of sonship. That now you 

can relate to Him as a Father and a child. Now, He presents the word “adoption” so that 

you will appreciate salvation. 

 



WORSHIP/PRAISE GOD AND THEN TAKE THE FOLLOWING PRAYER 

POINTS:  

 ♀ 1: My Father and my God, bring me to the understanding that I am Your own. 

Guide me to live by this truth. 

 ♀ 2: Oh Lord, grant me Your Spirit of adoption. I no longer want to live in the 

bondage of sin.

You are so precious to Him, and He cannot go to that length to buy you back and then 

after the purchase, after He had paid the price, you then think He will lose you. Child of 

God! He will not lose you. 

 

Now, you must be ready for a Father-son or Father-child relationship. If you commit 

anything, you will not go free just as you will not allow your child to misbehave so also, 

God will not allow you to misbehave because you belong to Him. The Bible says, 

“Nevertheless the foundation of God standeth sure, having this seal, the Lord 

knoweth them that are his. (Then he added) And, let everyone that nameth the name 

of the Christ depart from iniquity”. 2 Timothy Chapter 2 Verses 19 

 

Ah hah! You have to understand the process of salvation. It gives you knowledge of a 

position you are in spiritually; not because you confess Jesus; not because you know 



there is power in the name of Jesus, but because, hallelujah, there is a platform, a position 

you occupy in the kingdom of God. It’s not the position of a servant; it’s a position of a 

son. Hallelujah.

because ye are sons, God hath sent forth the Spirit of his Son into your hearts, 

crying, Abba, Father. 
7
Wherefore thou art no more a servant, but a son; and if a 

son, then an heir of God through Christ” 

 

The word “Heir” that is used in this context is talking about inheritance. Your position, it 

means that all that the Father has, it belongs to you.  

 

We are therefore joint heirs with Christ, because Christ inherited all things being the First 

Born. If there is first, then there are other children and a father’s property is shared 

among the children. Look at the authority that Christ has, He derived that authority from 

the Father. And God is telling us that the First Son received that authority, all other 

children will receive the same authority. Joint heirs even in inheritance, oh praise God, 

blessed be the name of the Lord.

He is the lord of that house but because he is a child there will be no difference between 

him and the servants in that house because authority has not yet been given to him. The 

father will now place his servants to be watching him, then at the appointed time – who 

sets the appointment? It is the father himself – based on the report of the tutors and 

governors; that is when he can now commit power and authority over to his children. 

Then you understand Ephesians Chapter 4 Verse 11, “And he gave some, apostles; and 

some, prophets; and some, evangelists; and some, pastors and teachers;”

Then you understand 

Ephesians Chapter 4 Verse 11, “And he gave some, apostles; and some, prophets; and 

some, evangelists; and some, pastors and teachers;”  

 

And why will He give His children – the five-fold ministry – power and authority? 

Ephesians Chapter 4 from Verse 12 to Verse 13 says, “For the perfecting of the saints, 

for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ: 
 
Till we all come 

in the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect man, 

unto the measure of the stature of the fulness of Christ.” 

 

This power and authority we receive is meant for the perfecting of the saints and this is in 

line with the sayings of Jesus as He admonished us in Matthew Chapter 5 Verse 48 where 

He said, “Be ye therefore perfect even as your Father which is in heaven is perfect”. 

And the usage of the word, “Be Perfect” in this context is another way of saying, “be 

mature, and be responsible”.  

 

God is perfect, God does not do His things haphazardly; He does it perfectly, because He 

is a God of principles. So, you cannot be acting anyhow because you say, “I have power”, 

no, no, no, no! It is all meant to bring us all to a state of spiritual perfection – spiritual 

maturity – spiritual responsibility. Halleluyah! Amen!

Grow in grace, and in the 

knowledge of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ and in 1 Peter Chapter 2 Verse 2 and 

Verse 3, Apostle Peter says, “As newborn babes, (note that when you give your life to 

Christ, you are a new born in Christ and so you are to) desire the sincere milk of the 

word, that ye may grow thereby: If so be ye have tasted that the Lord is gracious”. 

 

Now, Apostle Paul makes it clearer as he explains further on the need to grow in 

Hebrews Chapter 6 Verse 1, He says “Therefore leaving the principles of the doctrine 

of Christ, let us go on unto perfection; - go on, move forward to perfection - not laying 

again the foundation of repentance from dead works, and of faith toward God.”

And that is how it is with believers and unbelievers 

when a talk of death and eternal destination is raised up.  

 

Even with regards to curses, Galatians Chapter 3 and Verse 13 say, “Christ hath 

redeemed us from the curse of the law, being made a curse for us: for it is written, 

Cursed is every one that hangeth on a tree.” Therefore, the reaction of believers differs 

from that of unbelievers when told of an existing ancient curse in his or her family’s 

lineage or bloodline.

So, if it is the Gospel, you are fighting by killing me, then go back and see 

whether killing a man of God, can stop God’s purpose. 

 

Now, secondly, if you kill me because of the Gospel, if I die because of the Gospel, you 

have given me a big portion in Heaven. The pride of a real soldier is that you die on the 

battlefield because once you enter the military; you have signed your death warrant. 

You're ready to die for the nation, not for yourself, and it is a shame for a soldier to die 

from drinking beer. 

 

When you become a Christian and a minister, you have also entered a battlefield and 

anything can happen, so you should be ready for anything. Praise the Lord. No be say 

small hunger go just happen then you look left, look right come talk say, “make person 

no die with this hunger here o”. And before anyone knows what is happening you don do 

wetin you no suppose do then you are saying, “Father have mercy, person no go die like 

that na”.  



 

Brother, sister; you are not ready for the Gospel. You are not ready for the battle, you 

have not counted the cost and you really need to count the cost else you make a 

shipwreck of your faith, blessed be the name of the Lord.

You cannot remain a baby forever! If a child is born today, as time goes on, it is only 

normal for the baby’s mother to become worried if that child is not developing. Child of 

God, I say it again, “You cannot remain a baby forever.”  

 

A child was brought to my office during one of the Friday vigils. They brought him from 

Abuja, eleven years old but has the brain of a 3-year-old and the parents are carrying him 

everywhere they are worried.  

 

So also, God gets worried when His own child refuses to grow spiritually. You are still a 

baby if after so many years of coming to Christ; you have no faith unless you meet your 

pastor or your prophet for prayers and worst till if it is for everything you rush to them or 

call them, you’re still a baby. 

 

It’s a baby that cries to get the attention of his mother because he cannot express himself, 

so if all you do before God na cry, cry, and when something happens you go siddown dey 

cry, crying, “Father, is this how I will die? Will You leave me like this? Papa answer me 

now now” you are a baby. You are still a baby; you are still a baby! 

 

Moses was crying like that one time and God asked him, why are you crying? What do 

you have in your hand? What do you have in your hand? Did I give you that stick to be 

caning people? Ehen, Hallelujah. He said speak; He said speak, He didn’t say cry. When 

you cry over every situation that is a display of hopelessness in virtually almost every 

situation that faces you and that is evidence that you are still a baby.

But if at this point a woman still has to watch over her grown up child as if she is 

watching over a baby so that you will not injure, ah, you know something is wrong and if 

necessary you will take that child for deliverance especially if he moves carelessly, 

carrying knife, and other harmful things, e fit carry poison drink sef. Just as that child, 

grown but still in need of watchful eyes will always sustain injuries so also, Christians 



always sustain spiritual injury. Break down here; break down there, wetin happen? You 

are yet to become matured and responsible in that area.

Child of God deal with that animalistic nature by coming plain before the Lord who 

is ever ready to help you out just as He was ready to help Cain before Cain crossed the 

line. God even warned Cain ahead and told him how to avoid the line of no return as we 

see in Genesis Chapter 4 Verse 6 and Verse 7: “And the LORD said unto Cain, Why 

art thou wroth? And why is thy countenance fallen? If thou doest well, shalt thou 

not be accepted? And if thou doeth not well, sin lieth at the door. And unto thee 

shall be his desire, and thou shalt rule over him.”

For the purpose of our study, Mathew Chapter 12 Verse 31 and Verse 32 have this to say: 

“Wherefore I say unto you, all manner of sin and blasphemy shall be forgiven unto 

Men: but the blasphemy against the Holy Ghost shall not be forgiven unto men. And 

whosoever speaketh a word against the Son of man , it shall be forgiven him: but 

whosoever speakest against the Holy Ghost, it shall not be forgiven him, neither in 

this world, neither in the world to come.” 

 

Any sin against the Son of man, that is Jesus in His earthly ministry shall be forgiven 

but any blasphemy against Jesus Christ, as the Holy Spirit, working in His church shall 

not be forgiven.  

 

The sin that Judas committed, was it against the Son of Man or against the Holy Ghost? It 

was against the Son of man that Judas sinned and not against the Holy Spirit. Is that sin 

forgivable hereafter or not? It is forgivable. And He; Jesus, hanging on the cross there, 

while His brethren, the Jews, were bad mouthing Him, nailing Him; He turned and said, 

“Father, forgive them for they know not what they do?” 

 

Judas did not know that what he did would end up like that. Take note; these two groups 

of people: Judas and those that hung Jesus Christ on the cross. Judas did not on his own, 

go to betray Jesus. Jesus Christ was the one that released the demon to enter him to fulfill 

all righteousness. Because, when Jesus Christ, at the last supper said, “one of you will 

betray me”. Everyone said, “is it I? Is it I?” Judas as at that time, there was nothing in 

him, and in his thought to betray Jesus. He, Judas, like the rest of the Apostles also said,

written, there shall come out of Sion the Deliverer, and shall turn away ungodliness 

from Jacob: 
27

28

As concerning the gospel, they are enemies for your sake: but as touching the 

election, they are beloved for the father’s sakes. 
29

For the gifts and calling of God 

are without repentance” 

 

I hope we are following. The fact that God deliberately blinded Israel for the sake of the 

Gentiles is a mystery. And that blindness is not forever, it is for a season, which ends 

when the fullness of the Gentiles has come into Christ. It is also not a full-blown 

blindness; it is partial, hence their conscience are not completely seared; no wonder 

Judas, whom you know was from Judah, repented.

2. Courage: A man must be courageous. Challenges will certainly come but you must 

face it all and it begins by being courageous. Joshua 1:9, “Have not I commanded thee? 

Be strong and of a good courage; be not afraid, neither be thou dismayed: for 

the LORD thy God is with thee whithersoever thou goest”. 

 

3. Strong: Being strong is not just physically and in terms of masculinity but also 

psychologically. A man must be strong. 1 Corinthians 16:13 “Watch ye, stand fast in 

the faith, quit you like men, be strong”. 

 

4. Love: A proper Christian man must have love for God and love for others. Matthew 

22:37-40 “Jesus said unto him, Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, 

and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind. 
 
This is the first and great 

commandment. And the second is like unto it, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as 

thyself”. 



 

5. Gets Married: You must marry so if you are not yet married, you are a boy and for a 

proper Christian man, marriage is to a woman; not a man and not just any woman but 

your wife. Genesis 2:24 “Therefore shall a man leave his father and his mother, and 

shall cleave unto his wife: and they shall be one flesh”.

6. Head of His wife: A proper Christian man is the head of his wife and this is to say he is 

the leader. He leads his wife, he knows the way, shows the way and goes that way. 

Ephesians 5:20-24 says, “Giving thanks always for all things unto God and the 

Father in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ; submitting yourselves one to another 

in the fear of God.
 
Wives, submit yourselves unto your own husbands, as unto the 

Lord. 
 
For the husband is the head of the wife, even as Christ is the head of the 

church: and he is the saviour of the body. Therefore as the church is subject unto 

Christ, so let the wives be to their own husbands in everything”. So, you see that 

being the head does not mean there won’t be times you have to listen and even submit to 

the suggestions of your wife as we see in Ephesians 5:21. 

 

7. Head of His family: Now it is important to state that a proper Christian man is 

expected to be the head of his entire family and not just his wife; know the way, show 

them the way and lead them through it. Genesis 18:19 “For I know him, that he will 

command his children and his household after him, and they shall keep the way of 

the LORD, to do justice and judgment; that the LORD may bring upon Abraham that 

which he hath spoken of him”. Won’t you like to be like father Abraham?

Another one offered to cater for all the food and the drinks and that was how one by one, 

everything was sorted out with almost no kobo coming in from him. He just kept 

receiving calls and messages, “I will provide for this. I will provide for that. I will take 

care of this. I will take care of that. I will offer this. I will offer that” And above all, he 

said his oga in the office bought a brand-new car and gave it to him as a gift. Child of 

God, you can only receive to the extent to which your faith can pull God to act. “As thou 

hast believed, so be it done unto thee”.

And then you too, “I will show you that I’m a Christian” and in all those your words, it is 

just empty talk born of fear and having no power. It’s only Christians that will not follow 

our God the way we should follow Him to retain power that will be mesmerized. 

 

Brethren! What is it that gives you confidence to face challenges of the day? It’s more 

than saying “I am born again” up and down. There are things that people who are born 

again must do to retain power. If you don’t do it, you are not better than those who are 

not born again. Blessed be the name of the Lord. 

 

“Blessed is the man that walketh not in the counsel of the ungodly nor standeth in 

the way of sinners nor sitteth in the seat of the scornful but his delight is in the law 

of the LORD and in his law doth he meditate day and night. And he shall be like a 

tree planted by the rivers of water, that bringeth forth his fruit in his season; his leaf 

also shall not wither; and whatsoever he doeth shall prosper” Psalm 1:1-3.

“He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith unto the churches; He that 

overcometh shall not be hurt of the second death.” There is a second death and 

Scriptures talk more about it in Revelation Chapter 20. 

 

Therefore, a lamb has to be slaughtered and its blood applied on the door post of our 

houses but this time, it is not to be applied on physical houses. It is to be applied on the 

door post of your heart and Christ Jesus is our Passover Lamb that had been slain from 

the foundation of the world. 

 

To apply the blood, you have to accept the life that is in the blood of the Lord Jesus 

Christ which is Eternal Life and the only way to accept that life is by receiving the Holy

One of them is supposed to be a scapegoat; one of them is supposed to be the Lord’s – to 

be sacrificed unto the Lord. One will be left to go with the sins into the wilderness, free! 

They are all sacrificial goats o! Now but which of these two will be for God and which 

one will be the scapegoat? They will cast a lot. Lord! The one I pick that is for you, show 

me now as I pick it and then he will take it and then open it. Ok! You are the scapegoat; 

you are the one to go free. Praise God! 

 
8
And Aaron shall cast lots upon the two goats; one lot for the LORD, and the other 

lot for the scapegoat. 
9
And Aaron shall bring the goat upon which the LORD'S lot 

fell, and offer him for a sin offering (Sin offering: Offering for the sin of the people). 
10

But the goat, on which the lot fell to be the scapegoat, shall be presented alive 

before the LORD (they will not kill it), to make an atonement with him, and to let 

him go for a scapegoat into the wilderness. 

 

With this understanding, you then understand the depth of the Romans 6:1-2, “What 

shall we say then? Shall we continue in sin, that grace may abound? God forbid. 

How shall we, that are dead to sin, live any longer therein?”

This is thus saith the Lord and remember that Jesus did not come to 

destroy the Law or the Prophets, so we shall examine this because it is one of the 

prophecies concerning Him) Behold, I will send my messenger, and he shall prepare 

the way before me (who is that messenger? [John!] John the Baptist is the messenger 

that he sent): and the Lord, whom ye seek (that God of Israel that you have been 

worshipping), shall suddenly come to his temple, even the messenger of the covenant 

(and Jesus Christ is the Messenger of the covenant that God has between Himself and His 

people. 

 

John the Baptist is not the Messenger of the covenant! Who is the Messenger of the 

covenant? The Lord Jesus Himself! Praise the Lord! The covenant, whom ye delight in: 

behold, he shall come (that God will come), saith the LORD of hosts.” And when was 

this prophesy fulfilled? It was fulfilled in Matthew chapter 3; from Verse 13 pointing out 

that He (Jesus) came to fulfill the law. 

 
13

Then cometh Jesus from Galilee to Jordan unto John, to be baptized of him. 
14

But 

John forbad him, saying, I have need to be baptized of thee, and comest thou to me? 
15

And  Jesus  answering  said  unto  him, Suffer it  to  be  so now:  for  thus  it 

becometh us to fulfil all righteousness. Then he suffered him. 
16

And Jesus, when he 

was baptized, went up straightway out of the water: and, lo, the heavens were 

opened unto him, and he saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove, and lighting 

upon him. 
17

And lo a voice from heaven, saying, this is my beloved Son, in whom I 

am well pleased.

Jesus Christ said in John chapter 6 and verse 37: “All that the Father giveth me shall 

come to me (All that the Father – take note that it is “All!” because these statements are 

very weighty and my learned colleagues that might be reading this now all know the 

weight of every statement in law, because you are going to quote it back to the Father at 

the throne of judgment. 

 

Now let’s read verse 37 again and then verse 38): 
“
All that the Father giveth me shall 

come to me (and watch it!); and him that cometh to me I will in no wise cast out. For 

I came down from heaven, not to do mine own will, but the will of him that sent 

me.” 

 

Now let’s read further; “
39

And this is the Father's will which hath sent me, that of all 

which he hath given Me, I should lose nothing, but should raise it up again at the 

last day. 
40

And this is the will of him that sent me, that everyone which seeth the 

Son, (seeing that is, understanding Him) and believeth on him, may have everlasting 

life: and I will raise him up at the last day.” 

 

The emphasis in verse 40 is “on the last day” - the resurrection day. That is where the 

emphasis is. That you die now does not mean that is the end! Your end will be 

determined only after the resurrection. If you don’t partake of the resurrection, you are 

finished and here is the evidence in John chapter 6 and verse 44: 
“
No man can come to 

me, except the Father which hath sent me draw him: and I will raise him up at the

We see the answer in 2 

Peter Chapter 1 from verse 8 to verse 9 “For if these things (referring to verse 5 and 

verse 7) be in you, and abound, they make you that ye shall neither be barren nor 

unfruitful in the knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ. But he that lacketh these 

things is blind, and cannot see afar off, and hath forgotten that he was purged from 

his old sins”. 

 

Third and not the least is what Jesus told the rich young ruler, “You obey all, but there 

is one thing you lack” and what is that thing? What was Jesus Christ actually teaching 

him? He was teaching him, CHARITY - God’s kind of love. Blessed be the name of the 

Lord!

Every one of us will 

appear before the judgment seat of Christ that everyone may receive the things done in 

His body according to that He has done whether it is good or bad. 

 

Looking at one phrase in verse 11 of 2 Corinthians Chapter 5, “knowing therefore the 

terror of the Lord, what do we do? We persuade men”. Apostle Paul said, “Knowing 

the terror of God” so what is the terror of God? Same Apostle Paul told the Hebrews in 

Hebrews 12:29, he said, “For our God is a consuming fire”. 

 

Child of God, are you patiently waiting to know if this loving God is a consuming fire or 

not? Are you pushing through and testing all ways of life that opposes a loving God’s 

standard with the philosophy that God doesn’t exist because of certain things you 

expected him to do your own way that He didn’t do in such manner? Remember that this 

loving Father, He is also a consuming fire o.

(Pastor Moses sings: “I once was lost but now I am found [singing stops here].) And then 

(Sings: “I’ve wandered far away from home [singing stops here].) And then oh! Come 

and see Billy Graham speaking about adoption and everybody will be crying, all of them 

will be crying.  

 

You know He is one of the most renowned Evangelists of this our time. Billy Graham! 

Not William Branham, I am talking of Billy Graham, the American. Go and see Kumuyi 

preaching adoption until they take it so far to tell you that you can lose it and since you 

don’t want to lose it, you are treading carefully everyday with so much fear, as you 

frequently check yourself: I hope I did this? I hope I had done this? I hope? I hope? I 

hope? Then the day you fall “yakata”; the day any situation turns you to crayfish, you 

say, “No more hope, according to the teaching, I am gone”. 

 

Adoption! So everybody ehn, work out your salvation with fear and trembling. Then 

everybody is careful; you watch how you talk? How you walk? Where you go? Who you 

associate with, so that you do not lose your sanctification? You don’t shout: ‘in Jesus 

name’ and then you are very careful so that you will not lose your salvation. 

 

Then you reach that stage that God no longer wants you to fear, He then tells you your 

origin by the doctrine of redemption that He came to redeem His own. What is Redeem? 

To Redeem is to buy back what was originally yours (take note: originally yours) but you 

lost it to some kind of slavery. The process of buying it back is called Redemption. You 

can only redeem what originally was yours. We were already His own. Then the 

confidence comes back more. “Oh! Na my Papa be this. No be say He adopt me. No be 



say… I was an orphan somewhere then a very kind man came and picked me up. Oh! Na 

Him born me sef. Oh!” You know the day you discover that; you will be more relaxed in 

that house. I was His, originally, Halleluyah!

POINT:

 – knowledge in advance – something He knew  

in advance concerning you, before you were born,  

before your great grandfather was born, He knew  

you. Am I correct? [Yes!] He knew you), he also  

did predestinate 

 

(I know you know this scripture but let’s dissect it again, I repeat Verse 29) 

 
29

For whom he did foreknow (know in advance), he also did predestinate (because He 

knew you in advance; your destiny, how you will end up was also determined before you 

began, and so what is the destiny?) to be conformed to the image of His Son, that he 

(Jesus Christ, now!) might be the firstborn among many brethren. 

 

If Jesus is the Firstborn, then He is my elder Brother. What belongs to Him belongs to me 

too from the Father. You see another stage of the revelation now? We are heirs and joint-

heirs with Christ of an inheritance. Then verse 30: 

 



30
Moreover whom he did predestinate (only those whose destinies have been 

determined in advance because of a foreknowledge – something He knew about you in 

advance), them he also called (so He is not calling anybody to see whether the person 

will disappoint Him or not. Before He calls you, there is something He has considered 

concerning you before calling you) and whom he called, them he also justified: and 

whom he justified, them he also glorified (by the baptism of the Holy Ghost). 

 

So, He will not gamble and give somebody eternal life and then regret it. Eternal life is a 

life that has no ending, so God will not give you a life that will allow you to live forever, 

when He knows that you cannot be converted or rather that you lack the ability to be 

converted. That is why before they could go and partake of the tree of life, He quickly 

sent them (Adam & Eve) away from the Garden of Eden because death was already in 

them. Halleluyah! Once you eat of the Tree of Life, He cannot change His mind again, so 

He will not gamble to give you eternal life.

POINT:

Verse 6 and Verse 7: “To the praise of the glory of his grace - his grace, wherein he 

hath made us accepted in the beloved. In whom (that is, Jesus Christ) we have 

redemption through his blood (His blood was used as a ransom to pay the price for our 

salvation. The buying back - the payment of the ransom - is for our redemption), the 

forgiveness of sins, according to the riches of his grace”

In whom also we have obtained an 

inheritance, being predestinated according to the 

purpose of him who worketh all things after the  

counsel of his own will: (To do what?)
 12

That we  

should be to the praise of his glory, who first  

trusted in Christ. 
13

In whom ye also trusted, after  

that ye heard the word of truth (you also trusted,  

after that you have heard the word of truth), the  

gospel of your salvation: in whom also after that ye  



believed (after you believed), ye were sealed…” 

 

(Oh! What is the meaning of the word “seal”? A seal means the work is finished. You 

were sealed with that Holy Spirit of promise). Ephesians Chapter 1 Verse 14,
 “

Which 

is the earnest of our inheritance until the redemption of the purchased possession, 

unto the praise of his glory”.

Those who refuse to use the Old Testament and New Testament of the Bible in trying to 

understand the Godhead, what do they see? They see three persons in one God but when 

you balance the left and right (Old and New Testaments) you will see that the Jehovah 

God of the Old Testament is the Jesus Christ of the New Testament. One God! One Lord! 

Line upon line, precept upon precept, here a little, there a little and you get the 

complete picture.

Therefore speak unto them, and say unto 

them, Thus saith the Lord God; Every man of the house of Israel that setteth up his 

idols in his heart, and putteth the stumbling block of his iniquity before his face, and 

cometh to the prophet; I the Lord will answer him that cometh according to the 

multitude of his idols;". 

 

In plain language, what He is saying here is that you can’t make God a spare. You can’t 

conclude and come to God for approval only after you have concluded and already 

decided on what to do, He will grant you that permissive will that you have already 

chosen to run with. 

 

“For the froward is abomination to the LORD: but his secret is with the righteous”. 

Proverbs 3:32 and “They that are of a froward heart are abomination to the LORD: 

but such as are upright in their way are his delight.” Proverbs 11:20

MESSAGE: 

Every Christian wants to walk in the perfect will of God and so before we take any major 

decision, it is normal to enquire of the Lord. That is why there is an office of a prophet. 

For instance, you are coming to God to enquire whether to relocate from Nigeria to China 

(because that's the present destination of choice for our Igbo brothers) and you have made 

up your mind to go there, you have already concluded nothing will stop you from going 

there, even before going to the prophet.  

 

You have already applied, processed and gotten your visa through an agent. It is after you 

have done this that you think that it is necessary to see a prophet to enquire from God. 

That is the idol in your heart! God is saying that because you have this mindset, He (God) 

will come and talk to you through that prophet according to the idols of your heart – 

“Thus saith the Lord, your way is open to go to China”. 

Likewise, a sister would have made up her mind to marry a particular man whether she 

gets God's approval or not; because the man has money and she believes she has suffered 

so much. To her 'God will understand'. She may have even agreed to marry the man and 

fixed the wedding date. Then, in order to fulfill all righteousness, so that God will not say 

she has not enquired, she will now go to a renowned prophet.  

 

And as it always happens, as she is opening the door, the prophet will say, “Are you not 

coming because you want to marry Mr. so and so? The Lord says that the man is your 

husband”. The sister will leave there rejoicing that the Lord has confirmed that man as 

her husband. We, however, know from the place we read in Ezekiel Chapter 14 that God 

is answering that sister according to the idols of her heart. 

 



We should therefore know that it is not every “Thus saith the Lord” confirming 

something for you that is actually the perfect will of God for you. God may be 

confirming what you want for yourself rather than what He wants for you.

That is the difference between a sheep and a goat. When a sheep is stained, it will feel 

uncomfortable until it is cleansed. Your conscience will disturb you until you confess. 

But a goat's colour is dirty, so you may not even see any dirt on her body. She enjoys the 

dirt.

You see! Was your name written in the Book of Life the day you gave your life to Christ? 

NO! When was your name written in the Book of Life? From the foundation of the 

world! – Revelation 17:8 and when were you chosen? You were chosen before the 

foundation of the world - Ephesians 1:4-6 but you see teachers of the word saying, “Write 

my name in the Book of Life, and cancel it from the book of death”. 

 

And most times the church quotes; “thy expectation shall not be cut off” and the truth 

is that it cannot be cut off because you have knowledge and wisdom as clearly stated in 

Proverbs Chapter 24 verse 13 & 14, but we must note that our expectation is not just to 

marry; not just to have a business and financial breakthrough; our expectation as the 

Bride of Christ is the coming of the Lord Jesus Christ (The Bridegroom). And we need 

wisdom and understanding so that our expectations will not be cut off.

And then He will tell him, “They are coming with so-so-so number of men, 

and they are coming through the eastern gate or they’re coming through this area, and 

they’ll be coming, so-so-so time” and then Elisha will run to the king of Israel and say, 

“see o, they’re coming like this, they’re coming like this” and then the Israeli army, they 

will now plan their ambush. So, while they’re like this they will jam the Israelites. 

 

So, one day the king of Syria says, “Something is happening, there is somebody here, an 

agent in our midst that is always going to Israel to reveal our battle plan”, and somebody 

said, “king oh, no oh, there is one prophet there, his name is Elisha. Anytime we dey 

plan, e get the juju wey him dey do, wey e dey use know. Na him be the problem o” and 

we know the rest of the story how one day they went and surrounded where Elisha was to 

finish Elisha. But did they succeed? No! 

 

Well, my emphasis is not the story but how the gift of the word of Knowledge also 

works. Praise the Lord. And brethren, the gift of the word of knowledge operates as you 

having dreams, or seeing visions or having inspiration from God or hearing His audible 

voice. Brethren, desire to hear from God! 

 

WORSHIP/PRAISE GOD AND THEN TAKE THE FOLLOWING PRAYER 

POINTS: 

 ♀1. Lord Jesus Christ, I want to hear You, open my ears. Jesus, I want to see You, 

open my eyes. Father, minister to me in the language that I may understand.
